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The standard model of problem-based learning (PBL) uses single tutors for groups of five to eight. Given large classes, this model seems unworkable. This presentation will describe a Toxicology course for 2nd year undergraduate students (100 plus students) using a single tutor with no teaching assisstants. A modified PBL format was used and several measures taken to ensure group participation. The experience was exhilarating but exhausting.
